
Paying for your new car€

€ Debit Cards please! These are our preferred method of payment 
and transactions are handled free of charge. All you need to do is 
ensure sufficient funds are in you current account before collecting 

your car.
€ Bank Transfer€ you can send funds direct to our bank account; we can provide 

you with our account details as necessary.
€ Bankers Drafts€ are also acceptable but please be aware these may cost you 

upwards of €30 to arrange. These need to be made payable to •Phil Whitaker 
Cars Ltd‚ and we may need to have them approved before releasing a vehicle.

€ Credit Cards€ are accepted but will be subject to a handling fee of 2% of the  
transaction. American Express cards will incur a handling fee of 3%.

€ Personal Cheques€ will need to clear before we can release a car. This can be 
a fairly lengthy procedure  - if the funds are available in you current account then it 

is far easier for you to use your Debit Card.
€ Cash€ We do not like cash ƒ it is very expensive for us to bank and it is 

inadvisable for you (or us) to carry large amounts.

All Debit and Credit card transactions will need to be authorised using your P.I.N. 
• if you do not have a P.I.N. please cont act your bank

When you bring us your part exchange€

„please ensure you bring the following items:

€ The complete Vehicle Registration Document i.e. V5/C.
€ The current MOT certificate, and any previous MOTs.

€ Spare keys and remotes ƒ we expect at least one spare set.
€ The service record and bills (particularly those relating to any cambelt changes).
€ The tax disc ƒ we always value your car including the RFL„ please leave it on 

the windscreen. Unlike most dealers we never cash the tax in.
€ Are there any codes for keys, immobilisers or radios?

Do not worry about making any special effort to clean the car as we have valets to do 
this, but please make sure that you remove all your personal belongings i.e. CDs, tapes, 

money, tow-ropes„.!
